DDIS is permitted to collect information to be used for assessing the qualification of the person in question to handle classified information from the Chief of Defence, Denmark or the Danish Home Guard Command, the Military Prosecution Service as well as from current and former duty stations under the authority of the Danish Ministry of Defence. In this connection information regarding possible violations of the Danish Military Penal Code, possible alcohol or drug abuse and possible financial problems can be procured.

Furthermore, information is also procured from the Danish Security and Intelligence Service, to whom the filled in information form is forwarded. The Danish Security and Intelligence Service searches police registers for information on the person in question, including information regarding possible violations of the Danish Civil Penal Code, possible alcohol or drug abuse and possible court appearances by order of the police or the Military Prosecution Service. The Danish Security and Intelligence Service also consults its own documents, including registers, for possible information of security related interest. Before the information procured is passed on to the DDIS, the Danish Security and Intelligence Service presents the information, in so far as it is necessary, before the Control Commission concerning the Danish Security and Intelligence Service (the ”Wamberg Commission”). The DDIS passes the decision regarding security clearance on to the submitting authority and to the personnel administrative authority of the person in question. If the applicant is residing or staying abroad – or in recent years has been staying or residing abroad for longer periods of time – the Danish Security and Intelligence Service will also obtain information regarding any criminal offence as well as security-related information from the police and security authorities of the relevant country/countries. If the applicant has been or is a citizen of a country other than Denmark, the Danish Security and Intelligence Service will, furthermore, obtain the relevant files from the foreign authorities.
